While driving through Jonestown, 
MS you might be struck by the 
numerous homes that have burned 
down.  Our group was told fire is a 
common problem in places with a 
high density of substandard 
housing.  Carolyn Watson and the 
three grandchildren that she is 
raising lost everything in one of 
those fires.  Mission work teams 
from Wesley have been helping 
build a new home for Mrs. Watson 
since 2014. 
 
This year we were the next to last 
group to work on the home.  While 
we were framing and trimming 
windows, installing vents for the 
HVAC system, putting trim around 
the posts on the front porch, 
hanging doors and cabinets, helping 
paint boards that will be made into 
shutters and other miscellaneous 
jobs, Mrs. Watson was there every 
day cleaning the windows and 
floors, painting boards and doing 
other jobs right along with us for 

the home that she and her 
grandchildren plan to move into 
before the end of April.  Working 
with and getting to know her really 
added to the experience for our 
group this year. 
 
Our team would like to thank the 
members of Wesley for your 
prayers and financial support for 

our trip.  Your generous donations 
have helped to build Mrs. Watson a 
new home.  Some of the donations 
and the Lenten offering will also 

help build a home for the Price 
family.  Patrick and Latia Price were 
also on site with us putting in sweat 
equity hours helping to build Mrs.

Phil and Sheila Krein live in a quiet, 
close-knit community just west of 
campus.  Its proximity to the 
university, Hessel Park, and area 
schools is what makes the 
neighborhood most attractiveτnot 
to mention the beautiful greenery 
put forth by the neighborhood park 
this time of year!  Neighborly events 
like the Easter egg hunt, 4th of July 
parade, and various other holiday 
walks are icing on top of the cake.  
 
Phil works in Electrical Engineering 
and has been studying energy ever 
ǎƛƴŎŜ ǘƘŜ ƻƛƭ ŎǊƛǎƛǎ ƻŦ ΩтоΦ  He recalls 
with little amusement the sharp 
increase in gas prices as well as the 
impossibly long lines at service 
stations all over the country.  In 
many ways the governmental 
response following the Yom Kippur 
war would form a legacy whose 
ripple effects extend through to 
present day.  
 
Having moved abroad to join the 
Peace Corps, Sheila remembers that 
year a bit differently.  However she 
sees parallels between the study of 
energy and her own field of Family 
and Consumer Sciences.  After all, 
the rise in consumerism and the 
move towards a more processed 
and packaged society obviously fits 
into a much larger conversation

of natural resources.  άtŜƻǇƭŜ

she says.  
 

Sheila and Phil have lived in their 
current home for nearly 30 years.  
Like many parents they try to stay 
mindful of the thin line that exists 
when it comes to avoiding rampant 
consumerism while at the same time 
being realistic about how the need 
to drive sales has led to a general 
decrease in the quality of household 
products and goods over the years.

Energy Star Program have made it 
possible for families to more easily 
identify higher efficiency appliances 
like the refrigerator the Kreins 
currently use. 

In 2011 Phil installed solar panels on 
their home, which he says are more 
cost effective than paying for utility 
power.  Though a professional 
engineer with an extensive 
knowledge of power electronics and 
high-efficiency appliances and 
vehicles, Phil says that there are a 
variety of different ways that a 
beginner can become sensitive to 
the environment.  Sheer 

pragmatism will take one far, 
especially considering that people 
are more likely to make 
environmentally-sound choices

normal habits too much.  Even 
young people just starting out in 
their first apartments can make the 
switch to higher-efficiency light 
bulbs, he argues.  ά¢ƘŜ ǇŀȅōŀŎƪ ƛǎ ǎƻ 
ŦŀǎǘΦέ  Paying a few more dollars 
upfront could revolutionize your 
energy bill.  Sheila adds that 
incentives like tax credits remain 
effective ways to encourage older, 
more established homeowners into 
making greener purchases for their 
household needs.  
 
Despite the politics of the day, Phil 
is prepared to go on touting the 
benefits of solar energy to all who 
will listen, believing it to be both 
άŜŎƻƴƻƳƛŎŀƭƭȅ Ǌŀǘƛƻƴŀƭέ ŀƴŘ ŀ 
matter of time.  They both look 
forward to one day purchasing a 
plug-in electric car for which their 
garage has already been prepared.  
 
Phil and Sheila have tried to have 
conversations with their children 
about values and spending and 
hope that they begin to realize for 
themselves the ways in which those 
topics overlap with the 
environment.  Their daughter, for 
example, surprised them the other 
day by mentioning the 
environmental costs of the popular 
coffeemakers with disposable flavor 
cups.  As it turns out, leading by 
example has proven to be at least a 
little bit effective!

Each year 
volunteers seek to repackage 1,000 
meals for every year  since the 
University was first chartered.
