At our Saturday distribution on June 
17th, we helped two women 
celebrate two very important days.  

The first client came in and 
immediately saw the big sheet cake 
we had on the bread and pastry 
table.  She asked if she could take it, 
and we said sure, nobody else has 
wanted it.  She continued to shop 
and as she finished she turned to 
me and said it’s going to be great to 
celebrate Father's day with this cake 
tomorrow.  I wished her and her 
family a Happy Father's day. She left 
with a smile on her face and a big 
cake in her hands. 
 
The second client was almost done 
shopping when she saw these 
pretty little pink cupcakes. She 
asked if she could have them. We 
said go right ahead.  She said it was 
her birthday this week and I wished 
her a Happy Birthday. She thanked 
us, and that's when she opened up 
a little and explained that things 
have been tough for her and she 
was going to have yet another 
surgery.  Spending money to 
celebrate her birthday was not a 
priority.  I wished her luck on her 
next surgery and told her to enjoy 
the cupcakes. 
 
Later that Saturday I went to a 
child's birthday party. It really 
highlighted the good we had done 
earlier that day at the pantry.  We 
helped two people who couldn't 
necessarily celebrate, do so.  Often, 
those of us who are not struggling 
with food insecurity or financial 
hardships, can take celebrations for 
granted.  We may be able to run 
and buy specialty cakes, and get 
decorations and gifts to help us 
celebrate special days.  Not all of 
our neighbors are so lucky, but our 
ability to share these small tokens 
helps remind us of what we may 
take for granted.
