As they shopped, Dawn helped her put
together meals she could eat without the need to
cook or refrigerate the food. They selected things
like shelf-stable milk, fruit in pull-tab cans, and
even MRE packs (thanks Midwest Foodbank!).

BUILDING BRIDGES.

Every fall semester there
are several University of
Illinois and Parkland
College volunteer and
agency fairs giving
community organizations,
such as the Wesley Food
Pantry, a chance to
connect with students and
staff. On October 9™ the U of I student group
Illinois Enactus hosted Community Needs Panel at
the Illini Union. Enactus is committed to using the
power of entrepreneurial action to transform lives
and shape a better, more sustainable world. The
panelist included three other local nonprofit
leaders. We discussed the challenges nonprofits
face and what they can do as students to transform
our community and shape a better world.

The message I conveyed to them was very simple:
ask questions and take action. I gave them the
example of the student group Project 4 Less.
Project 4 Less repacks overproduction food from
Ikenberry Hall, that is then distributed at the
Wesley Food Pantry. These students recognized
that by reducing food waste and directing the food
to those in need, they could reduce food insecurity
in the community. They approached U of I
Housing and Dining administration and asked if
they could rescue excess food from the dining
halls. The administration gave them a positive
response and they immediately worked out the
logistics of accomplishing their goal. This is the
second semester Project 4 Less has been
reclaiming leftover food and distributing it at the
food pantry. At this point, they have rescued
hundreds of pounds of food and helped hundreds
of families.

It is not enough to see a problem and a potential
solution, to make a difference in the community
one needs to ask those with the power to change
things and do the legwork to make it happen.
Project 4 Less identified a problem, identified a
solution, asked questions and then took action.
